We are pleased to announce a modular M Th in Practical Theology for 2011. The course will focus on the building of missional and ministerial leadership capacity. Research done in congregations of the Partnership for Missional Churches in Southern Africa (SAPMC) over the past six years, inspires the focus and content of the different modules. The course has served as a learning community for pastors and congregational leaders who want to build their missional and ministerial leadership capacity. The lecturers are faculty members of the Faculty of Theology and accredited research fellows. One of the co-presenters is a lecturer at Stellenbosch University Business School (USB).

This year’s course builds on experience of similar courses over the past five years.  An intake of 10 to 15 applicants, usually with an ecumenical diversity, will be selected.
The course is structured in 6 contact weeks (modules) over two years.  Each of the modules focuses on a specific core leadership capacity. Students should prepare for the contact weeks by reading the prescribed material and applying the knowledge to an assigned leadership challenge in their congregations.
This is a Modular Masters Program of 120 credits.
· Six exams (four in Practical Theology and two in Systematic Theology, NT/OT or Missiology) on plus-minus 6 books (700-800 pages) for each exam. 
· Sixteen credits per exam = 96 credits (The exams will be in synergy with the contact weeks)

· Mini Thesis = 24 credits
· Total  = 120 credits

· Exams (Modules) 1 - 4 will be compulsory for everybody. 
· Exams (Modules) 5 - 6 will be for students interested in Missional Leadership.  
· Students with an interest in Congregational Ministry can select any two of the last three exams (Modules) 5 - 7.
